NEW MOON

NASA launched space shuttle 
Atlantis 22 years ago. The 
astronauts delivered supplies to 
the International Space Station 
to prepare for the arrival of the 
first permanent crew.

Galileo spacecraft plunged into 
Jupiter’s cloud deck at 
approximately 108,000 mph in 
2003, ending its 14-year mission.
